The Suffolk Humane Society is a foster based organization.    All animals are in dedicated, qualified foster homes for as long as necessary until adopted by a qualified applicant.
The Humane Society of Suffolk’s intake policy is prioritized as follows:

· Transfer from the local county shelter for animals in imminent danger,

· Transfer from the local county shelter as needed

· Accept surrendered animals from residents of Suffolk and surrounding counties,

· Transfer from out of state as needed.
Owners of surrendered animals are required to sign a surrender form. 

We strive to take as many animals as possible, but have a limited number of fosters.  Therefore we hold or attend adoption events almost every weekend and available animals are posted on our website and social media.

The SHS strongly recommends the spaying and neutering of dogs and cats, in order to reduce the number of unwanted or surrendered pets in our area.
