 James City County Animal Control Intake Policy

James City County Animal Control takes custody of animals in accordance with the Virginia Comprehensive  Animal  Laws  Section 3.2-6557.  
Upon custody of an animal each ACO will make a record of the animal and it shall include:
1.	The date in which the animal was taken into custody
2.	The date of the making of the record
3.	Description of the animal including species, color, sex, breed, approximate weight and age
4.	The reason of custody and location the animal was picked up
5.	Name address and phone number of the owner if known
6.	Documentation of any identification such as collar, microchip, tattoo, rabies tag, license tag, personal ID tag or any other identifying marks on the animal
7.	Disposition of the animal
