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Intake policy:

Acceptable for Intake: 

1) All intakes need the approval of 2 officers of the organization (Intake coordinator, Vice President, and President are authorized approvers). When there is question, the Board must also agree

2) The dog must display some resemblance of a giant breed dog; over 100lbs or will likely be full grown, mastiff, great dane, great pyrenees, and saint bernards (mixes must be large and resemble the giant breed)

3) Good temperament – temperament test performed and shows no signs of aggression

4) Gets along with other dogs (cats are a plus, but not necessary)

5) Does well with meeting strangers- tested during temperament test, flight-fearful is ok. Displaying aggression is not ok. 

6) Cruelty cases with flight fearful personality- no aggression

7) High medical needs cases if all other temperament requirements pass. 

Unacceptable for Intake:

1) Noticeable and outright aggression shown to any volunteer during temperament testing

2) Does not get along with other dogs (we only have foster homes with other dogs, separating is difficult and risky)

3) Does not do well with strangers (displaying aggression)
4) Cruelty cases where the dog is displaying fear aggression

5) Medically needy with poor temperament

6) No dog under 100lbs full grown will be accepted unless they very much resemble a giant breed and has been approved by the President and Vice President. 


Our intake policy follows in line with our mission statement: 

To care for and find homes for unwanted, abandoned, neglected and abused giant breed dogs; to provide medical services to sick, injured and lame giant breed dogs; to assist in the rescue of those giant breed dogs subjected to conditions hazardous to their well-being or to confinement in government or private shelter, who without intervention would be needlessly euthanized; to provide for the humane disposition of those giant breed dogs not sound in mind, body, or temperament; to educate the public as to the characteristics of, and the proper care for, giant breed dogs; and to educate the public as to responsible pet ownership.
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
