Kitten Rescue Team
Intake policy-
LC3 will do intake on kittens 8-10 weeks and under found during LC3 TNR. We will also accept transfers of kittens 7 weeks to 10 weeks as well as feral adult cats from the Loudoun County Animal Shelter. We do not take owner surrenders in the traditional sense. Our owner surrender cats are TNR caretakers who authorize us to intake and adopt out friendly cats or kittens they care for as part of their outdoor colonies.
Intake decision
1. Are the kittens or cat injured or sick and need immediate medical attention?
2. Do we have available fosters?
3. Do we have available funds?
4. Are we placing the cats and kittens we already have in our care?
5. Is the shelter full?
6. Do any of our rescue partners have availability?
7. Do we have capacity and time to do intake and get them adopted?
Intake process
1. Decision made.
2. Enter kittens or cat into ZOHO and generate an animal ID#.
3. Start intake form in ZOHO and email to foster to print out and put in a notebook in order to track OR fill out paper and give to foster when they pick up kittens.
4. Click reason for intake on ZOHO profile ie; stray, or transfer. ( owner surrender at our discretion)
If owner surrender, have them fill out the owner surrender form and sign. Alert LCAS if abuse or neglect is suspected. (this is for VDACS animal report info)
5. Schedule intake exam immediately for all age appropriate vaccines, parasite treatment, exam, weight, age, gender and description all to be added into ZOHO.
6. Provide KRT info to fosters for support and education. 
7. Follow information tree procedures as set out by KRT team lead and provided to the Board and all KRT volunteers. 
8. Once adopted, enter disposition in ZOHO ie; adopted, transfer, died in care. (This is for VDACS animal report)
Intake exam (as appropriate and recommended by Vet):
1. Age appropriate vaccines to include rabies and FVRCP
2. Deworming  (in 3 phases)
3. Ears cleaned
4. Flea treatment
5. URI treatment if needed.
6. Weight, age, gender
7. Combo Test
8. Spay and Neuter
